Abstract: Since early Qing Dynasty, especially during Qianlong period, Guangdong province experienced a
relatively fast population growth. After the Opium War, compared with other provinces in the nation,
Guangdong had more severe social turbulence, and continuous natural disasters as well as frequent loss of
population. However, due to a considerable amount of birth during Kangxi and Qianlong periods as a base for
population growth, in late dynasty population in Guangdong maintained slow growth, which had been very
rare in other parts of the country.
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
